The current qualifications for Adult and Junior Teams and for coaches of these teams were adopted by the board of directors at the March 2006 meeting. They are as follows:

Qualifications for 

WPDA Adult & Junior Teams
1.
Applicant must be WPDA member

2.
Applicant must have completed four hours of volunteer work for WPDA prior to the team being named.

3.
Applicant must have earned scores of at least 60% from a USEF/USDF Recognized competition within the preceding 12 months. Scores must be from the level at which the team will be competing.
4.
Applicant must submit the scores at least one month before the closing date of the team competition, or at the discretion of the team leader and coach. The chairman and coach will review the scores and determine the team members. The names will be submitted to the board for review before announcing the team members.

Criteria for Coaching

WPDA Adult and Junior Teams
1.
The coach should be a member of WPDA or a local GMO.

2.
Coaching services are voluntary. Volunteer hours will be awarded for service. The coach is not expected to incur any personal expense for accompanying the team to the competition. The coach’s expenses will be covered by the team members.

3.
If a team member has an instructor who wishes to accompany his/her student to the competition, that instructor is welcome to do so at his/her own expense. The primary concern is for the team and it is expected that support for the team concept will be honored.
