SCHOOLING SHOW 

 
Registration:  
To be “Pre-registered” - Entries and payment must be received NO LATER than 
August 22, 2009  
 
Dressage: 
Individual Dressage Tests: $15 pre registered    $20 after deadline 
Group Equitation and Suitability $10 pre-registered $15 after deadline 
 
Hunter: 
Lead Line Division:  $14 per 2 class division or $8 per individual class 
Pleasure Division: $28 per 4 class division or $10 per individual class 
WT Division: $28 per 4 class division or $10 per individual class 
Hunter Division Over Fences: $30 per 4 class division or $10 per individual class 
English Pleasure Division: $21 per 3 class division or $10 per individual class 
 
All classes exceeding 6 riders will be divided.   
Ribbons are awarded up to 6th place in both Dressage and Hunter phase. 
 
Champion & Reserve Ribbons for each Hunter Division (if more than 3 entries in each 
class). 
A $25 GIFT CERTIFICATE donated by Springhouse Tack, INC  will be 
awarded for highest dressage score above the Introductory Level.  
  
GIFT for Hunter ring donated by Springhouse Tack, INC  to be determined. 
  
Ride times will be available on August 26, 2009.  Times will be sent to the email address 
given on registration form.  If you do not have an email address, please contact Cindy 
Valenta at (724) 953-2036 for times or to cancel a class. 
 
Post entries for dressage on show day may be scheduled, time permitting.  Hunter sign up 
pre-registration is preferred, but you may sign up the day of the show.

RULES: Dressage: Each horse/rider combination may enter tests in 2 consecutive levels. 
USEF rules apply to equipment, tack and conduct. Hunter: Each horse/rider combination 
must choose either WT or WTC classes to be judged. If schooling a class as un-judged 
warm-up, entry fee must still be paid. May enter 2 consecutive jumping height divisions.  
Horse may wear protective leg gear in jumping classes only. No wraps or boots in 
pleasure/U/S classes. Approved hard hat and boots MUST be worn while mounted and 
are required in ring. Show may be cancelled due to in climate weather. No dogs. Limited 
stalls available. Call ahead for stall availability.  Negative Coggins within 12 months 
required. Classes may be eliminated or combined if fewer than 3 entries. Judge may be 
approached at the end of your half of show.
